DELEGATION OF RESOURCES FOR ADDITIONAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS (AEN) AND SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS (SEN)



RECOMMENDATIONS :
That the committee review the additional delegation of AEN/SEN funding to schools in the context of scrutinising service performance.



EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :

1. Internal reviews and external inspection of provision for children and young people with AEN/SEN identified the need for the LEA to review its funding mechanisms and delegate further funding to mainstream schools.

2. Officers established a Funding Task Group to develop recommendations for consultation.  The Task Group consisted of school representatives and officers and was supported by an external consultant.  The Task Group recommendations were also considered and agreed by the SEN Partnership Board.

3. A consultation process was implemented between November and January.  The Cabinet Report outlines the consultation process, the outcomes of the process and the final officer recommendations to Cabinet.  

4. Cabinet agreed with the recommendations in February and instructed officers to implement the changes.

5. An additional £1.42 million was delegated to mainstream schools on April 1st 2003 and the other recommendations are currently being implemented.
