CURRICULUM AREAS

A1
Advanced Maths Centre
There are two which operate out of the City Learning Centres out of regular school hours.  Wednesday evening and Saturday morning to enhance the experience of primary pupils.  This is a development under the Gifted and Talented strand of Excellence in Cities.

City Learning Centre
There are two City Learning Centres set up with funding from Excellence in Cities.  They provide state of the art ICT facilities for use by pupils and teachers across the City to develop ICT skills and to access a range of our live services.

Beacon Schools

Specialist Secondary Schools
There are two Specialist Secondary Schools.  Walkden High School and St Ambrose Barlow RC High School matched funding is provided by the DfES for the schools to develop expertise and curriculum enhancement for pupils in a chosen field – Walkden MFL and St Ambrose Barlow Technology.
