	EXECUTIVE SUMMARY : 


Members agreed to a PSA target that by 2004more children leaving care would have gained  educational qualifications and that more young people would enter education, training or employment.  Progress on attainment has improved gradually since 2000 as can be seen from the following chart:

While the latest results are above national averages they are dependent to some extent on individual cohorts of young people and our forecast for 2004 (present Yr11 pupils is less positive).  The percentage of formerly looked after children staying on in education, training or employment has also improved:

2001-02 = 13.8%

2002-03 – 27.6%

2003-04 Forecast – 52.6%

Salford has introduced a range of support strategies for young people in Public Care and this is reflected in the recent OFSTED inspection report (Appendix One).  There is an existing action plan (Appendix Two) but this is currently being reviewed in response to new national guidance.
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
