THREE-MONTHLY REVIEW OF PUBLIC ENTERTAINMENTS LICENCE

After a Special Objectors Meeting held on 26th June 2003, Members decided to grant the Public Entertainments Licence for the above premises for a period of three months, thereafter to be reviewed.

Since the grant of the Public Entertainments Licence Licensing Enforcement Officers have carried out enforcement duties at the premises on two separate occasions and can confirm that there was no noise nuisance on the occasions of each visit.

The Environmental Services Officer dealing with the previous noise nuisance complaints has been consulted and states that she has received no complaints since the licence was issued.

No further complaints have been received in Licensing Department from local residents and it would appear that the premises are being operated in accordance with the conditions of the licence.

Members are requested to decide whether this Public Entertainments Licence can now be extended until 15th June 2004.
