BRIDGEWATER PUBLIC HOUSE, WORSLEY

DRIVER’S TEST

(Previous Minute 48 - 24th August, 2006)


The Strategic Director of Environment reported that there had been a number of recent incidents where persons applying to take the hackney carriage and private hire vehicle test had been found to be cheating.  Approval was sought from the Panel to give power to the Licensing Section of his Directorate so that they could refuse any person found to be guilty of such action from re-sitting the test, until a further period of 12 months had elapsed. 


RESOLVED:
THAT, subject to seeking legal advice, and the possible need to amend the City Council’s Scheme of Delegation, approval be given for the Strategic Director of Environment to be given powers to prevent any person, found cheating the hackney carriage and private hire vehicle tests, from re-sitting them, until a further period of 12 months has elapsed.
