APPEALS AGAINST DECISIONS MADE UNDER THE LICENSING ACT 2003 - DELEGATED POWERS

(Previous Minute 53 - 25th October, 2007)
The Strategic Director Environment, submitted a report providing details of the current powers delegated to the City Solicitor, to deal with appeals in specific circumstances, where Elected Members were not available to give instruction, in relation to appeals against decisions of the City Council, made on applications submitted under the Licensing Act 2003, and whether these should be extended.
