The report indicated that the Director of Corporate Services currently had delegated powers to approve the fitting of such advertisements subject to it being of a suitable special nature not involving the promotion of alcohol or tobacco, as a result the Panel’s views were sought as to whether the proposed advertisement met the criteria adopted by the City Council.

WHEELCHAIR CONDITIONS FOR HACKNEY CARRIAGE VEHICLES

(Previous Minute 47 - 23rd October, 2003)


The Director of Corporate Services submitted a report indicating that at their meeting held on 23rd October, 2003, the Panel had been informed of the current status of the Disability Discrimination Act 1995, and the fact that, due to a number of difficulties, the Government anticipated it would not expect to implement the requirements of the act until at least 2012.  The Panel were advised that in the meantime the Department of Transport had circulated an interim recommendation that local authorities formulate their own measures.  The report also indicated that a circular had been distributed to all hackney carriage drivers licensed by the authority detailing their responsibilities when transporting disabled people using wheelchairs, however, as a further measure, to educate hackney carriage drivers as to their responsibilities in this regard, it was also proposed to include the following requirements within the Council’s conditions:-

· All vehicles that are currently wheelchair accessible (post 1989) must be so constructed as to facilitate the carriage of people with disabilities.  It must be capable of accommodating a wheelchair user in a wheelchair in the passenger compartment, provided that the wheelchair fits either facing forwards or rearwards as recommended by the Disabled Persons Transport Advisory Committee and the Medical Devices Agency.  Under no circumstances must the wheelchair be placed sideways in the passenger compartment.

· Approved anchorage must be provided for the wheelchair and the wheelchair user.  These anchorages must be either chassis or floor linked capable of withstanding approved dynamic or static tests.  Restraints for wheelchair and occupant must be independent of each other.  Anchorage must be provided for the safe storage of a wheelchair when not in use, folded or otherwise, if carried within the passenger compartment.  They must be designed so as not to cause injury to other passengers. 

· A ramp or ramps for the lowering of a wheelchair and occupant must be available at all times for existing wheelchair accessible vehicles.  The entry must be via the nearside passenger door.  An adequate locking device must be fitted to ensure that the ramps do not slip or tilt when in use.  Provision must be made for the ramps to be stored safely when not in use.

THAT the report be noted and the responsibilities of hackney carriage drivers regarding the transportation of disabled people using wheelchairs, as detailed above be included within the City Council’s conditions.
