LICENSING ACT 2003 ESTABLISHMENT OF LICENSING 


PANEL AND SUB-PANELS

The Strategic Director of Customer and Support Services submitted a report indicating that sections 6 and 7 of the Licensing Act 2003 required Local Authorities, who will be licensing authorities for the purpose of the Act, to establish a Licensing Committee or Panel existing of at least 10 but not more than 15 Members of the Council, which in turn would deal with matters arising under the Act.  In addition to section 9 of the Act also submitted the function of Licensing Panel in relation to the Act to be allocated to one or more sub-panels, each consisting of a minimum of 3 Members of the main Panel.  The report concluded by stating that it was envisaged that a considerable number of functions and applications made under the Act would be delegated from sub-panels to officers, essentially in those cases where the Licensing Authority was acting in a purely administrative function.  Members were informed that guidance had been received that such delegation was recommended in the interest of speed, efficiency and cost effectiveness, and it was therefore envisaged that sub-panels would only deal with those cases where there were unresolved representations or objections.
