REPORT REGARDING THE OBJECTIVES OF STRONGBONES CHILDREN’S CHARITABLE TRUST

The Licensing Department submitted a report to the Panel Members on 25th March advising of Street Collections issued under delegated powers.  Members noted that two of the charities that had requested permits for collections outside Sainsburys Store, Regent Road, Salford, were both based in Bradford.

Members requested that Licensing officers enquire whether the two charities concerned, Strongbones Children’s Charitable Trust and Children’s Welfare Trust, were connected in any way.  

As the Children’s Welfare Trust state that proceeds of the collection were to provide specialised equipment and urgent medical care for children under 20, Members requested further information.

The Licensing Department has contacted both charities and has been informed that there is no connection between the two. 

A photocopy of a newsletter produced by Strongbones Children’s Charitable Trust is attached and also literature supplied by Children’s Welfare Trust that gives information as to the objectives of the two Charitable Trusts.
