Background Information
As the Panel is aware, Salford Council operate a Doorsafe Registration Scheme in conjunction with the Public Entertainments Licences.

At the present time, the Licensing Section issue potential doormen with the Registration Application Form, which is then returned to Licensing Section who check the form before accepting same.  The form is then sent to Greater Manchester Police for vetting of the applicant  and only when the applicant is considered a fit and proper person is he informed that he must attend a training scheme at Manchester College of Art and Technology.

Since the inception of the Scheme, Salford Council have charged no fee for the registration of Doorsafe members.  MANCAT do charge a fee of 40 for the applicant to attend the training course.

Licensing Staff perform many duties in relation to the Doorsafe Scheme, including all administration and out of hours enforcement of same.

Members are requested to approve a fee of 10 to be paid on application when wishing to be registered on the Salford Doorsafe Scheme in order to offset some of the costs involved in running this scheme.
