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DETAILS

The information for this report has been obtained from the Greater Manchester Police Computer System.

Each call taken by the Communication Department Staff (GMP) is allocated a code number and each code refers to the type of incident that is being reported.  The code for all alcohol related incidents is 67, despite whether the call has been received via 999 or the general GMP line.

In total, 246 alcohol related incidents were logged.  Though many of these refer to domestics, drink driving and youths that have been drinking and causing nuisance.

This report contains all incidents under the code 67 from 1st August to 31st August in regards to premises that are in possession of a Public Entertainments Licence.
