Demonstration regarding Noise Pollution.

Environmental Health have under the new Licensing Act 2003 submitted to the Licensing Sub Committee several representations when premises licences’ have been applied for.

There was a show of concern by members who have been sitting on the Sub Committee hearings that they were unsure as to what level of noise would be acceptable. As a result of this Mr Steve Smith, Assistant Principal Officer (Environment Pollution) suggested that he be allowed to attend a Regulatory Panel meeting to give a brief demonstration to members.
