Over the past few months, the licensing officers have worked closely with personnel from all the responsible authorities to develop a pool of conditions which may help applicants for licences in two significant ways.

Firstly, the potential conditions indicate the type of issues which the responsible authorities would expect applicants to consider in the management of their premises and secondly, they will assist applicants to complete the operating schedules which form part of the applications themselves.

The pool of conditions are offered as a guide and reference point only. Under no circumstances can they be applied as standard conditions. They have no legal status whatsoever. Any of the potential conditions can be applied if relevant in the circumstances, varied as appropriate or omitted. There is no reason to include a condition which is already covered by other legislation. The list of possible conditions is not to be considered as exhaustive.

Many other local authorities have drawn up similar documents.
