8. MATTERS ARISING
· Outstanding items
Councillor Lea stated that at the last meeting he submitted bags and leaflets that he had received for house to house clothing collections to show the large amounts that had been delivered through his door and stated that he had requested that the names of all the companies be listed in the minutes of the last meeting. Councillor Lea was informed that this could cause legal issues if companies were named in the minutes. 
Ken Green informed the Panel that the Licensing Section recognised that there were a lot of bags and leaflets being posted through doors and that the Licensing Section were thinking of implementing a first come first served policy to ensure there wasn’t to many collections being held at the same time. He stated that this would be monitored carefully and companies would have applications refused if there were already a significant number of collections ongoing across the City.

· Private hire vehicle bookings 
Members of the Panel raised concerns with the problem of private hire drivers soliciting passengers when they had not been pre-booked. Members of the Panel requested that the Licensing Section write to major operators in the City informing them to ensure that drivers are all fully aware of the laws with regard to collecting passengers.
The Panel were informed that the Licensing Section would write to all major operators in the City, have notices put up in the Licensing office for drivers to see and raise the issue at the driving forums.
Councillor Lea asked that the an advert be issued in the local press informing the public the reasons why they shouldn’t get into private hire taxis unless they have been pre booked.

RESOLVED: (2) THAT the Licensing Section writes to all major operators regarding the matter, has notices put up in the Licensing Office and raise the matter at the driving forums. 
RESOLVED: (3) THAT the Licensing Section looks at having an advert put in the local press informing the public the reasons why they should not get into a private hire taxi unless it has been previously booked. 
· Licensing Hearing
A Member of the Panel asked that Bijou nightclub be monitored as the club’s website advertises that its open till 6.30 a.m. but it only has a license to sell alcohol until 4.30 a.m. the Licensing Section were asked to monitor that the sale of alcohol was not going on past 4.30 a.m. 
RESOLVED: (1) THAT the information be noted. 

RESOLVED: (2) THAT THE License Section monitors the club and ensures they are not selling alcohol after 4.30 a.m.
