Background Information
This application has been made on behalf of VR Games.com Limited for 2 Amusement with Prizes machines to be located in an Amusement Arcade at Unit F11A on the first floor of the Designer Outlet @ The Lowry, Salford Quays.

There are no delegated powers to grant such permits, so all applications for new permits have to be considered by the Panel.

In 1976, the then Accident Prevention and Licensing Committee resolved that the Council would not “grant any permits for the provision of amusements with prizes in respect of cinemas, theatres, shops, cafes, snack bars, discotheques and similar classes of premises to which persons under 18 years of age can gain admittance”. 

In this case, the applicants have provided detailed information relating to the location of the machines, and have confirmed that the area will be segregated from other parts of the premises to which persons under 18 may gain admittance. The area will be clearly signed, and employees responsible for the supervision and maintenance of the premises will be contractually obliged to ensure that no-one under 18 gains entry.

The applicant company has complied with all of the legal obligations in making this application, and it is a matter for the Panel to consider whether or not the permit should be granted. Representatives of the Company together with their Solicitor will attend the meeting in order to provide any further information which may be required.
