Memorandum


Further to a meeting of the Licensing and Safety Regulation Panel Meeting of the 23rdMay, I can confirm that
access for Hackney Carriages was considered in some detail by the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel
before the present Orders were introduced.


The present scheme (including the no entry sign) was introduced after detailed consultation with GMP. Their view
was that the introduction of the no-entry sign would make the Order more self-enforcing. Unfortunately, there is no
exemption for Hackney Carriages that can be introduced in conjunction with a no-entry sign.


As you will be aware, although Hackneys can currently enter from the west only, Church Street is two way along its
entirety meaning that passengers/disabled people can be dropped off/picked up at any point.
