An application has been received from Oasis Family Leisure (Manchester) Ltd, for a permit to allow 35 Amusement with Prizes machines to be located in an Amusement Arcade at 35 Hankinson Way, Salford Shopping Centre.

There are no delegated powers to grant such permits, so all applications for new permits have to be considered by the Panel.

In 1976, the then Accident Prevention and Licensing Committee resolved that the Council would not “grant any permits for the provision of amusements with prizes in respect of cinemas, theatres, shops, cafes, snack bars, discotheques and similar classes of premises to which persons under 18 year of age can gain admittance”.

In this case, the establishment will only be for persons of 18 years or older.

The applicant has complied with all of the legal obligations in making this application, and it is a matter for the panel to consider whether or not the permit should be granted.  A representative of the Company has been invited along today to provide any further information which may be required
