BACKGROUND

4.1 A person who keeps premises open for public refreshment, resort and entertainment at any time between the hours of 10.00 o’clock at night and 5.00 o’clock the following morning is required to hold an annual licence granted in accordance with the Late Night Refreshment Houses Act 1969.

4.2 Application has been received from Sara Bacon of McDonalds Restaurant  for the grant to her of a Late Night Refreshment House Licence for the premises known as McDonalds Restaurant, West One Retail Park, Guilda Brook Road, Eccles.

4.3 The usual consultation agencies have been notified of the application, and there are no grounds to refuse to grant the Licence.

4.4
Members may, if satisfied that it is desirable to do so in order to avoid unreasonable disturbance to residents of the neighbourhood, impose a condition on the licence prohibiting the opening or keeping open of the premises for public refreshment, resort or entertainment at any time between such time (not earlier than 11.00 o’clock at night) as may be specified in the licence and 5.00 o’clock in the morning.
