BACKGROUND

Request from T.G.W.U (SALFORD TAXIS) for an increase in Hackney Carriage Fares.

In accordance with the terms of Section 65, Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976, fare for Hackney Carriages are fixed and varied by the Local Authority, the most recent variation coming into effect on the 30th October 2000.

A request has been made by the Transport and General Workers Union (Salford Taxis) for an increase in fares, in order to counter the increased costs incurred by taxi drivers and proprietors in the general running of their vehicles (fuel, oil, insurance and other costs).

The flag fall distance is decreased from 317 yds (280mtrs) to 288 yds (263mtrs) and will result ion an increase of 20p per mile.  All other rates remain the same.

The flag fall distance is decreased from 317 yds (280) to 288 yds (263mtrs) and will result in an increase of approx 60p for a 2 mile journey, including the minimum fare of £1.30. For e.g. first mile £2.50 (old rate £2.30) second and subsequent miles £1.40 (old rate £1.00)

If members approve the proposed increase, it will be necessary to carry out public consultation by means of a notice in the local press, at lease 14 days prior to the intended date of commencement of the increase.  If any objections to the increase are received, commencement will be deferred pending consideration of the objection
