4. Background
The Students Union Club is a Private Members Club and holds a Certificate of Suitability.  They have held a Special Hours Certificate since 1984.  The special hours were granted from Noon to 2.00 am on Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday.

At renewal of the Certificate of Suitability in June 1998 a special meeting was held to determine the renewal due to objections by Ward Councillors and local residents on the grounds of noise nuisance.

After thorough investigation by Environmental Services, the Certificate of Suitability was granted.

Since that time there have been no complaints received by either Environmental Services or the Licensing Office.  The only complaints on file are the original complaints relating to the refusal to renew in 1998, for which a special meeting was held and the decision was made to renew.

The applicant is not requesting further extended hours, merely that the 2.00am terminal hour is moved from Saturday night to Friday night, Saturday night terminal hour reverting to that of the current Friday night, namely 11.00 pm.

The applicant has attended this Special Meeting today in order that the Members might consider his request.
