Azzara – Do Not Delay! Breast Cancer Prevention Programme

Purpose of Collection

Intersecond Ltd. has made an application to the authority for a permit to hold a House to House collection. 

The company describe themselves as a commercial company not a charity, who collect second hand clothes and supply part of the proceeds from this collection to a Breast Cancer Charity named AZZARA – Do not Delay!--  Breast Cancer Prevention Programme, in Lithuania.

The applicant states that the company will give £50.000 to the charity for the year2009-10 from all its collections licensed throughout the country.

Members are referred to the attached memo, setting out the grounds upon which an application can be refused.

One of the criteria for consideration is the level of donation which will be applied to the charity from the proceeds of the collection and whether that is deemed adequate or not?

The House to House Collections Act 1939 states that the licensing authority may refuse to grant a licence if:

· The percentage of the collection actually applied to the charity is inadequate

· Any payment out of the proceeds of the collection to anyone is excessive 

· The applicant is not a fit and proper person (essentially, previous convictions for dishonesty)

· The applicant does not take adequate care to ensure that collectors are also fit and proper persons issued with prescribed badges

· It could lead to an offence of begging

· The applicant has failed to give the licensing authority information which it has requested in relation to the above issues

The grounds for refusal do not relate in any way to how the proceeds may be applied geographically.
Members are requested to make a decision on this application.
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
