Mr. Wilson was issued with a Private Hire Deiver’s licence by this Authority on 21st December 1998 which expired on 20th December 2001.

As can be seen he was convicted on 2.5.2000 for an offence of driving with excess alcohol.

Condition 16 states that “The Licensee shall notify the Council in writing of any conviction against him immediately after the conviction has been imposed”.

There is no record of Mr. Wilson complying with this condition and it only came to light on 

production of his renewal Statutory Declaration in December 2001.

Had the Licensing Department been aware of this conviction on 2.5.2000, then his Private Hire Driver'’ licence would have been suspended to coincide with the disqualification imposed by the Court.

Members are therefore asked to consider this report and decide whatever action they deem necessary.
