REQUEST FOR STREET COLLECTION PERMIT

OPEN AIR FUNDRAISING

Licensing Department has received a letter, a copy of which is attached to this report, requesting an application form to allow them to collect in the City of Salford by way of Direct Debit.

In the past the Licensing Regulatory Panel has refused requests to collect for charities by way of Direct Debits, stating that they feel that vulnerable people might pledge to pay more than they could afford.

The above organisation is not affiliated to one charity, but collects Direct Debit pledges for several charities.

In the light of the attached letter and no doubt of future requests for permits to collect on the streets of Salford in this manner, could the Licensing Regulatory Panel decide upon whether such types of collections will be permitted in the City of Salford.
