PUBLIC ENTERTAINMENT LICENCE –

BREACH OF CONDITION NO. 61 – THE BULLS HEAD, HIGH STREET, WALKDEN

Members may recall that on 22nd August 2002, a Special Meeting was held to determine the renewal of the Public Entertainment Licence for the above premises. The reason for the special meeting was the receipt by the Licensing Department of several objections to the renewal of that licence in June 2002 due to noise and disturbance.

As a result, the Public Entertainment Licence was granted for a period of three months.  

It was stated by the Licensing Regulatory Panel at the time the licence was granted that if no further complaints were received in that three month period, then the licence could be extended until June 2003 without the need to return to the Licensing Regulatory Panel.

On Monday 28th October 2002 Licensing Department received a telephone call from the Licensing Officer of the GMP, Sgt. Carl Icely, who informed Licensing that there had been an incident at the above premises the previous evening to which the police had been called.  As a consequence, the doorman on duty at the time of the incident had given a statement to the police.

It was evident from his statement that the doorman on duty at the time of the incident was not registered with Salford City Council Doorsafe Scheme.

The Licensing Department contacted the Licensee, Mr. Lee Cruickshank and asked why his doorman was not registered under the Salford Doorsafe Scheme as required by Conditions, and he replied that as his doorman was registered in Manchester he thought he was okay to work.

Condition No. 61 of the Conditions attached to his Public Entertainment Licence states:    

“The licensee shall not engage any person at or about the premises in the capacity of Door Person or Security Staff unless that person is a registered door person and the Licensee shall maintain a log in the form approved by the Council showing in respect of each period of duty of that person:-

(a) His/her name and badge number”…………………..etc.

Similarly, Condition 63 of the above-mentioned Conditions, states:

“Every person engaged as aforesaid in the capacity of security staff shall at all times when on duty (a) carry his/her identity card confirming current registration under the Salford Doorsafe Registration Scheme and (b) wear in a readily visible position a badge showing his/her personalised number under that scheme.”

Members are asked to note the above breach of Conditions and decide upon what action they deem necessary.
