TAXI DEMAND SURVEY

Paul Joy and Simon Whittaker from the Taxi Drivers’ Union informed the Panel of their views as to the criteria that should be implemented when issuing new hackney carriage plates.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT officers allocate the one new hackney carriage plate to the longest serving hackney carriage driver on the current list of applicants, who does not own a plate but has a badge, whose vehicle is accessible to the disabled and who lives in Salford.




(2) THAT consideration be given to the criteria that had been submitted by representatives from the Taxi Drivers’ Union, with a view to a policy being developed and submitted to a future meeting for comment regarding the criteria that should be adopted when issuing new hackney carriage plates in the future.

33. GENERAL ENFORCEMENT

RESOLVED:

(1) THAT it be noted that, given the scope of the new Act and the range of hearings that would take place, Members were satisfied that they would receive the information sought via the hearings, and without the need for a regular report to the Panel, subject to the Police being urged to give high priority to applications with regard to licensed premises, in order to ensure that appropriate importance and resources are applied to local concerns of crime and disorder.



(2) THAT consideration be given to the possibility of a meeting being held involving the Chairman, Tracy Barr (Solicitor) and the Police Licensing Officer in order for discussion to take place with regard to the importance of Police attendance at hearings.



(3) THAT it be noted that should any incidents of concern occur once an application has been granted, a request could be made for the situation to be reviewed, and that this information would be publicised to members of the public in the future.

36. ENFORCEMENT PROTOCOL WITH RELEVANT BODIES UNDER LICENSING ACT 2003
Submitted a report which indicated that Licensing Authorities across Greater Manchester were taking steps to enter into Enforcement Protocols with the relevant bodies in their areas to lay down guidelines on how the various authorities would work together to enforce the new legislation.
