CORE STRATEGY CONSULTATION
Graham Gentry gave a presentation regarding the Core Strategy and the consultation 

process that was currently underway, with specific reference to the following:-

A large number of people expressed their views opposing the proposed housing 

development at Burgess Farm.  Specific reference was made to the following:-
· Why it was necessary to release 21 hectares of Green Field land for the proposed housing development when other Brown Field sites existed in the city.

· Why such a large housing development was necessary when many newly built apartments in the area had not been sold or let.

· The possibility that predictions in relation to demographic trends in the area may turn out to be incorrect, which could result in the number of houses built far exceeding the number required.
· Concern that the proposed development would put an end to the last remaining commercial farm in the area.
· Problems regarding flooding that were reported to occur on the land to the rear of Burgess Farm.

· Concerns that the proposed housing development would lead to increased traffic congestion and parking problems in the area.

· The issues and options report which had previously been consulted on.  It was reported that almost 40% of the responses  received had been from residents of the M28 area, and that by far the largest area of opposition was to the development of Green Field and Green Belt land.

· The most recent edition of Life IN Salford, which contained details of the Core Strategy consultation, and which a number of residents in the area near to Burgess Farm had not received.

Graham Gentry (a) encouraged those present to submit comments to the City Council in writing during the consultation period, which was to end on 15th January, 2010, (b) indicated that a technical flood risk assessment would be undertaken with regard to the land that was proposed for development, and (c) reported that the most recent issue of Life IN Salford had been distributed by the Post Office, who had provided assurance that distribution across the city had taken place, and indicated that this matter was currently being investigated by the City Council.
