Vincent Nash reported that John Tanner had provided the following feedback 

in relation to the issues that had been raised at the last meeting of the 

Community Committee:-

(i) Notice Board
The suggestion regarding the possibility of a notice board being located within 
the building was to be considered at a meeting of the Partnership Board that 
was to be held on 26th June, 2009.  This was because consideration was 

being given to the issue of notice boards across all the Gateway Centres, and 

it was therefore necessary to ensure that a consistent approach was taken.

(ii) Refreshments
Vending machines were to be installed in the near future.
(iii) Extended Opening Hours
John Tanner had requested clarification regarding this issue – it was 

established that this had referred to the possibility of the library opening on 

Saturday afternoons and Sunday mornings.

(iv) Dentist Services
Walkden Gateway was the new base for the Specialist PCT Community 
Dental Service, which provided NHS dental care to a specific group of 

patients who could not access other dentists due to their special needs.  

Salford residents could access any NHS dental practice in the city for dental 

Treatment – a full list of Salford’s NHS dentists could be obtained from the 

PCT by telephoning 212 4800.  
Aled Owen stated that it had previously been indicated that an NHS Dentist 

would be located at the building and expressed concern that this was not the 

case.

(v) Concrete Blocks
It was hoped that the concrete blocks, located opposite the entrance to the 

building, would be removed in July.

MINUTES OF TASK GROUPS AND POLITICAL EXECUTIVE GROUP

The following issues were raised:-

(a) 
Highways
· It was reported that a large number of potholes in Little Hulton had been marked with white paint some weeks earlier but repairs had not yet been undertaken.  It was noted that concern existed in relation to the road surfaces of a number of streets in the Community Committee area.
· Reference was made to problems that were being experienced at the junction at Cleggs Lane/Manchester Road.  Vincent  Nash reported that Urban Vision had been asked to provide a design and costs in respect of this particular junction, which were to be considered at a future meeting of the Highways Devolved Budget Group.
RESOLVED:
THAT, with regard to the issue of potholes, John Horrocks be requested to attend the next meeting of the Community Committee in order to provide a full list of all the areas of concern that existed across the Community Committee area.

(b)
Youth Task Group
It was noted that the term ‘exclusion orders’ had been mistakenly used within the Minutes of the meeting held on 28th April, 2009, to refer to the Dispersal Order that was being considered by the police.
(c)
Environment Task Group
It was reported that 51 barrier baskets had recently been installed along the A6, with a further 9 due to be installed the following day, and it was indicated that many positive comments had already been received.
RESOLVED:
THAT it be noted that the Community Committee congratulated all those who had been involved in the In Bloom project.

(d)
Political Executive Group
A question was raised as to whether there had been any progress in relation to Action 8 of the Action Sheet arising from the meeting that was held on 30th April, 2009, which related to the poor condition of the road surface at Parsonage Road.  It had been indicated that the road surface had been damaged during the building of nearby apartments, and that there would have been an undertaking from the contractor to reinstate the carriageway upon completion of the development.

THAT an update regarding this matter be provided at the next meeting of the Community Committee.

CRIME AND ANTI-SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR UPDATE
Inspector Rowson introduced himself to the Community Committee and reported 

that he was now covering Little Hulton and Walkden as Inspector Kelly had moved 

to another area.

Inspector Rowson provided an update on crime and anti-social behaviour in the 

area, with specific reference to the following:-
(a) Between 1st March and 1st May, 2009, the three main concerns in the area were burglary, juvenile/alcohol related nuisance and drug use – he indicated that incidents of all three had fallen compared with the previous two month period.
(b) There were two hotspots in respect of burglaries – the Amblecote estate and Walkden.  An operation had been undertaken the previous week, which had involved plain clothes officers, and which had resulted in arrests and charges being made, and a further similar operation was planned in the near future.  A number of burglaries had resulted from windows/doors having been left open/ unlocked and it was planned that leaflets would be delivered encouraging residents to ensure that their properties were secure during the summer months.
(c) There had been a small number of incidents involving bogus officials preying on elderly people.
(d) Eight drug warrants had been executed, all of which had been positive and had resulted in the seizure of cannabis resin, cannabis farms or amphetamines.
(e) A 15 year old youth had been charged in relation to a stabbing that had recently taken place on Madamswood Road.

(f) On 15th May, 2009, a robbery had taken place at the Halifax Building Society in Walkden in relation to which enquiries were ongoing.

(g) On 6th May, 2009, a man had been arrested at an address on Manchester Road East and charged with conspiracy to rob - a cannabis farm was also discovered.
(h) With regard to youth/alcohol related nuisance, it was reported that consideration was being given to the implementation of a Dispersal Order covering Blackleach Country Park and Parr Fold Park.  A discussion took place during which reference was made to the following:-
· The need for clear boundaries to be defined in order to ensure the effectiveness of the proposed Dispersal Order.
· The need for the Youth Service to be involved in the implementation of the Dispersal Order so that young people could be signposted to activities in the area.
· The possibility of ‘tolerance zones’ being identified where young people could congregate and from where, if they were not involved in any anti social behaviour, they would not be dispersed.

(i) Reference was made to a television programme – Crimewatch Roadshow – that had on BBC1 that morning, which had featured Little Hulton and Walkden South – particular reference had been made to a mugging that had taken place in Little Hulton, and an elderly resident of Little Hulton who had paid a large amount of money to an individual offering gardening services following which the individual had failed to carry out any work.  It was established that, as far as Inspector Rowson was aware, the local police had not given any input into the programme.
(j) Reference was made to a PACT (Police and Communities Together) meeting that was due to be held on 9th June, 2009.  Concern was expressed that the Ward Councillors had not been informed of the details of this meeting as they could have signposted to it members of the community who had issues that could be raised there.

(k) Concern was expressed regarding incidents involving young people under the age of 18 having been provided with alcohol by their parents and reference was made to the need to educate parents in respect of this matter.  It was noted that the Health Improvement Team undertook work with young people regarding alcohol, sexual health, etc., although it was recognised that more work was needed.  Inspector Rowson referred to Operation Brocade and informed the Community Committee that the police visited the parents of any young person under the age of 18 from whom alcohol was seized.
