	4. Community Safety Update


	· Inspector Rowson provided an update regarding incidents of crime and disorder in the area, which was noted.

· Councillor L. Turner (a) referred to a public meeting that had taken place approximately five weeks earlier regarding anti social behaviour in the Holyoake Road area, at which a Community Beat Officer and a Police Community Support Officer had been present, and (b) reported that he had recently been informed that the situation had not improved and that residents were unhappy with the response from the police.  It was agreed that Councillor L. Turner would send an email that had been forwarded to him, to Inspector Rowson, who would look into the matter.
· Councillor Ryan (a) expressed concern regarding incidents of anti social behaviour that were taking place near to the sheltered housing at Pendleton Close, and (b) referred to the possibility of consideration being given to a Dispersal Order being implemented in the area in the future.  It was agreed that Inspector Rowson would ensure that the area was visited during the next Operation Brocade.

	6. Working with Young People


	· Reference was made to problems that were taking place at Cutacre Tip involving young people swimming in the lagoons and damaging tractors at the site.  Concern was expressed that a young person could drown or be seriously injured.  Vincent Nash indicated that a letter was to be sent out to parents of pupils at Harrop Fold High School in the near future regarding this matter.  Inspector Rowson indicated that he would discuss the issue with his counterparts in Bolton and Wigan.  It was also suggested that the matter be discussed at the next meeting of the LPDG.

	7. Environmental Issues

· It was planned that a Youth Music Event, which was being arranged by a resident of Walkden South, would be held at Parr Fold Park from on 22nd August (provisional date),

· It was noted that Members agreed, in principle, to support the above events.

· Reference was made to the large amount of litter that was present at Little Hulton District Centre and it was felt that the frequency of cleaning was insufficient.  It was indicated that City West were in the process of agreeing a new contract with Environmental Services and it was therefore anticipated that this issue would be resolved in the near future.

	9. Devolved Highways Group Progress
	· It was noted that feasibility studies were being drawn up in respect of Manchester Road/Cleggs Lane crossroads and Peel Lane traffic/parking measures.  A feasibility study to address parking on the footway on walkden road had also been commissioned. 

· A request had also been received to improve the surface of a stretch of Hilltop Road, Walkden.
