COMMUNITY ISSUES

(a)
Youth
Eileen Buchan reported (a) on a project which had been organised during the school summer holidays, in partnership with Sports Development entitled ‘Positive Activities for Young People’, (b) that young people had been involved in the organisation of the activities for the project, (c) that the project involved working with young people within Little Hulton aged between 13 and 19 years old who were considered at risk, (d) on the variety of activities provided, (e) that 25 young people were involved and a core group of 10/12 young people had expressed a wish to remain together as a group and attempts were being made to organise activities during the October school holidays and (f) on the partnerships developed.

Danielle Moorcroft reported on the multi-sports activities which had been provided during the school summer holidays for young people aged 8 to 16 years old, at a number of locations within the area and indicated that (i) whilst there were a small minority of young people trying to cause trouble, the activities/events provided were successful and well attended, (ii) there was a need to thank all those involved for their support during the provision of the activities, (iii) at the end of the summer activities all those involved took part in a festival and (iv) the netball team had won a fair play award.

Chris Sands reported on a number of activities/events which were held during the summer such as a breakfast club at the Kenyon Residents’ Association, a successful art club, the project entitled ‘Art on the Bus’, sports activities, face painting, drama, and indicated that the Residents’ Association were hoping to secure additional funding to ensure that similar projects were provided throughout the year.

The Neighbourhood Manager referred to the numerous activities provided and indicated that the voluntary sector had also been involved in working with young people on a project on the Amblecote Estate, where fences had been repaired and planting had taken place, and there was evidence that such activities/events did reduce crime incidents in the area.

The Area Co-ordinator reported that during the summer, in preparation for a ceremony for staff within the Community Health and Social Care Directorate, a film had been produced entitled ‘A Day in the Life of a Neighbourhood Manager’, which showed numerous activities which had been held during the summer.

Reference was made to (a) the enthusiasm of those involved in the provision of the projects and whether there was potential for such activities to be provided on a continuous basis, (b) the need to ensure that funding was secured to enable projects such as these to be provided all year round, (c) the need to ensure that such activities were incorporated within the Community Action Plan and (d) the activities which were also provided at the library.

Danielle Moorcroft reported that additional projects were also available after school and funding had also been secured to provide activities during the October school holidays.

Eileen Buchan reported that (i) there were activities held during the school term time such as after school clubs, (ii) there was a need for young people to indicate what they would like included as projects all year round, (iii) an audit of the activities available within the area could be provided at a future meeting of the Community Committee and (iv) there was a need for additional support and volunteers for the Revelations Project and anyone interested would be welcomed.

Andy Sutcliffe reported that due to the success of the activities provided there was evidence of a reduction in anti-social behaviour during the summer holidays.

FILM PRODUCTION
Simon Powell reported on a proposal to organise a three year feature film project involving the Little Hulton/Walkden, Langworthy and Broughton Wards, which offered opportunities to individuals who had an interest in film production and indicated that (a) he was involved in an organisation called ‘Looking Glass Films’ who were based at the Webfilm Studio on Cleggs Lane, Little Hulton, (b) the company had a four year vision which would begin next year involving the creation of a film village, (c) as the film village was located within Little Hulton, any money obtained from a production would involve 75% of the total being spent in the area and (d) the project offered a variety of opportunities to anyone who wished to be involved.

Reference was made to (i) the schools within the area and whether they had been approached, (ii) those with disabilities and whether opportunities would be made available, (iii) publicity arrangements, (iv) community groups and whether opportunities were available if they wished to produce a film and (v) links to agencies such as Connexions, the Job Shop and those hard to reach groups and whether these had been established.

Simon Powell reported that (a) opportunities were available to anyone who wished to be involved, (b) the company had employed a press officer and opportunities would be publicised in the local media, (c) work had been done previously with community groups with regard to the production of a film and (d) links had already been established with groups such as Connexions and the Job Shop, and every effort would be made to involve those hard to reach groups.

PEEL COMMUNITY SPORTS
John Pennington (a) gave a film presentation which detailed the variety of projects provided by Peel Community Sports within Little Hulton over the previous three years and (b) reported that it was hoped that additional funding would be identified to extend the current premises to enable the facilities provided to be increased/developed.

Reference was made to (i) the ages of those involved in the activities, (ii) the activities provided and whether the organisers were qualified, (iii) Lledr Hall, (iv) the need to congratulate all those involved in Peel Community Sports for what they have achieved, (v) the activities provided and how they are publicised, (vi) Sports Development and whether a link could be established with Peel Community Sports and (vii) funding and whether any initial resources had been secured.

John Pennington reported that (a) there was not an age limit for those who wished to be involved in the activities, as all were welcome, (b) the staff at Peel Community Sports Development were qualified and additional coaches were recruited if the need arose, (c) a visit to Lledr Hall could be considered as a future project, (d) activities were provided every evening from 4.00 p.m. to 9.00 p.m. throughout the year which were widely publicised and (e) funding had been obtained to appoint architects to produce the drawings for the proposed extension and further applications for assistance would be submitted to a number of organisations.

Councillor Val Burgoyne, as Chair of the Peel Community Sports Development Board reported that the commitment of John Pennington, and those involved, was evidence of how a community can work together to produce something positive for the area, and the proposed extension was a huge project, which would enable the facilities to expand in the future.

 COMMUNITY ACTION PLAN
The Neighbourhood Manager submitted the draft Community Action Plan for 2005/06 which detailed a list of priorities identified arising from a wide ranging process of consultation.

The Neighbourhood Manager reported (a) on the projects which had been achieved during the previous year, (b) on the Neighbourhood Team and the role of the Local Executive and (c) that in relation to the monitoring and evaluation of the plan, regular reports would be submitted at future meetings of the Community Committee as and when necessary and the relevant sections of the document would be referred to each Task Group.

Liz Thomas referred to the Health Action Plan and indicated that the next meeting of the Health Action Partnership would be held on 22nd November, 2005, at the One Stop Shop, commencing at 6.00 p.m.

Reference was made to (i) the exercise group provided at Peel St. Paul’s and the need to increase awareness of such activities and (ii) the importance of the objective to increase knowledge of issues relating to drug/alcohol nuisance and smoking.

Liz Thomas indicated that there was a need to produce a list of those activities which were provided in the area, detailing when and where they were available and in relation to the provision of training opportunities to improve knowledge/understanding for those working with young people and the community regarding drug/alcohol nuisance, this would be available to anyone, of any age.

The Area Co-ordinator reported that there was currently a lot of activity in relation to issues regarding drug/alcohol nuisance, and the Home Office Minister would be visiting the area in the near future to look at the services provided.

The Neighbourhood Manager reported that (a) issues such as smoking had been included within the larger Health Plan, and the objectives included within the Community Action Plan were those areas which were not currently resourced and (b) any comments on the document would be welcomed.
