The forward plan

Key decisions

A key decision means a decision that is likely to (i) involve expenditure or the making of savings amounting to £100,000; or (ii) be significant in terms of effects on communities living or working in an area comprising two or more wards in the city.

		In terms of the content and specific proposals within this report for food waste collections there are no additional costs to be incurred from introducing food waste collections, with green waste collections in 2011/12. 


It is however proposed to incur some cost during 2010/11 for the purchase of caddies and biodegradable bags, which are referred to in the main body of the report, at an estimated cost of £20,000. 


If the service is rolled out, at a later date to non garden properties, then there will be a significant cost for caddies and biodegradable bags, in addition to increased collections costs – exact costs have yet to be determined.


The City Council can reduce its disposal costs by implementing this collection stream, via avoidance of landfill. 


Whilst there will be no reduction in 2011/12, it is expected that with an anticipated full year roll out in 2012/13, the disposal levy to the City Council could reduce by approximately £250,000.

(a) A Forward Plan of Key Decisions is prepared by Committee Services to come into force on the first day of each month, and each Forward Plan covers a period of four calendar months.

(d) Certain statutory particulars must be provided for each key decision to be included in a Forward Plan. Completing the above form and returning it to Committee Services satisfies this requirement. 


(e) The details to be provided at 2 above are the name and title of the decision maker, or, if the decision is to be made by the Cabinet, the word “Cabinet.” 


(f) The information requested at 8, 9 and 10 above is not a statutory requirement, but provides useful additional information.


(g) If the taking of a Key Decision is deferred, Committee Services will need to be notified in order that it may be included in a future Forward Plan.


(h) Cabinet Items - This form must be completed for items to be reported to the Cabinet, irrespective of whether they are key decisions.


(i) Forward Plans are published on the Council’s Internet site. Therefore, the attached form must be returned by E-mail in order to provide an electronic copy for Internet publication.
