Statutory framework

1.1
The Home Office guidance ‘Delivering Safer Communities: a guide to effective partnership working – guidance for Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnerships (CDRPs) and Community Safety Partnerships’ lays out the statutory requirements for CDRPs (as was) in relation to setting a crime and disorder reduction strategy (plan).  

1.2
In July 2010 the Government published the consultation document, ‘Policing in the 21st Century: Reconnecting police and the people’ which included consultation on some changes to the statutory requirements of Community Safety Partnerships (CSPs).  However, the statutory requirements to produce strategic assessments (crime and disorder analysis) and partnership plans (community safety strategy) remain.  The requirements are:

· Develop a three year plan, which will be revised annually to reflect new priorities emerging from strategic assessments

· The plan should contain a strategy for tackling the identified crime and disorder in the area

· The plan will contain the priorities identified through the strategic assessment, including the community priorities based on consultation

· The plan has to contain information about the role of each partner in supporting delivery of the priorities and how this will be resourced

· The plan should contain information about the way in which performance against priorities will be measured

· The plan will also contain information about the way in which the partnership will engage with their communities

Development of the strategy

2.1
The 2008 – 2011 Salford Community Safety Strategy comes to an end on 31 March 2011 and the new strategy is required to come into effect from 1 April 2011.  The strategy will be underpinned by a detailed delivery/action plan that will identify all of the partnership activity that will deliver our agreed outcomes.  This delivery plan will be reviewed and updated on a six monthly basis in line with the GMAC strategic threat assessment process, with continued performance being driven by the Partnership Delivery Group.  The Community Safety Partnership Executive Group will continue to be informed of progress on a quarterly basis.
