Councillor Gina Loveday asked what progress was being made on the three pilot schemes with regard to the initiatives.  Sue Lightup replied that she would provide separate details on these to members.  

Councillor Graham Compton referred to community capacity building, specifically he referred to local residents undertaking snow clearance during the winter months and this being hampered by the reluctance by Urban Vision to provide salt boxes in particular areas.  He suggested that there needed to be greater cooperation and coordination on issues like this. Sue Lightup said this was perhaps an area of work the Committee could focus its attentions on and examine how the barriers to community capacity and general involvement were broken down.  Members agreed to look at this issue in more detail
