Why you should be there

The Together We Can campaign to empower communities is part of the Local Government White Paper and this event will launch the empowerment network for the North West region.

As part of the launch of the network , a sum of at least £40,000 will be made available for up to 10 Engagement Impact Grants. As a delegate at the conference you will get to take part in the decisions about how those grants are to be spent. Each grant - for anything between £50 and £5,000 - will be given to a local authority, voluntary organisation or network, partnership or other community body to carry out a project or activity that demonstrates the impact of good community engagement.

Ahead of the launch you will also have the opportunity to propose projects.

A senior keynote speaker for Communities and Local Government will set out the national perspective, while speakers from the region will describe how the North West Together We Can Network will benefit local community initiatives.

The conference will also need the input of North West organisations involved in supporting the region's communities to take part in a series of practical workshops. The outcomes of those workshops will help shape future strategy - regionally and nationally. 

This is an opportunity for your organisation to be involved in this exciting new development - and help shape it - right from the start.

Who is it for?

The day is aimed at anyone involved in community engagement and empowerment in the North West - including the voluntary and community sectors, councillors, local government officers and policy makers - and anyone keen to find out more about how to shape decisions and have a say in how our public services are run.
