Draft Community Action Plan for Ordsall and Langworthy 2006

Improving Health in Ordsall and Langworthy

Debt and Financial Exclusion

· Provide opportunities for local people to find ways of ‘making money go further.’

· Develop Credit Union to improve saving opportunities.

· Raise awareness in the community of services which can help.

Emotional Well-Being

· Well-being promotional campaign to help improve low self-esteem and self-confidence.

· Identify causes of low self-esteem and self-confidence and develop ways to address these.

· Develop programme of healthy walks.

Food and Nutrition

· Carry out programme of consultation on attitudes to food, improving diet and develop local action plan.

· Set up Weaning and Beyond Group in Ordsall (already running in Langworthy).

Other issues

· The local Health Improvement Team also plans to improve its engagement with the local community and partnership working.

2. Reducing Crime in Ordsall and Langworthy

Unlawful off-road bikes, quad bikes and mini-motorbikes

· Anti-social behaviour and tenant enforcement action will be targeted at known users.

· Unlawful vehicles will be confiscated.

· The GMP Off-road Bike Unit will be deployed in the area at least one day per month.

· Retailers and petrol stations will be targeted to sell responsibly.

· A publicity campaign will be run, raising awareness of illegality and dangers.

· Investigate options for legitimate use of off-road vehicles in Salford.

· Give support for further legislation, if required.

Juvenile nuisance

· Full use will be made of available legislative powers, such as dispersal orders, parenting orders and ASBOs.

· Targeted evidence gathering will be used for persistent offenders, leading to ASBO warnings, ASBOs or prosecution.

· A case will be made for continued funding of SAYO and SPARKY. (see section 4).

· Ways of improving responses to reports of ant-social behaviour will be identified.

Street Lighting

· Identify locations where standard of street lighting is linked to crime.

· Improve standard of lighting at these locations.

Other issues

Environmental crime was raised as an issue in consultation. Fly-tipping is included in section 7.

There is an enthusiasm for more CCTV coverage. The current approach is to assess the likely effectiveness in response to each request rather than simply install more camera units.

3. Encouraging Learning, Leisure and Creativity in Ordsall and Langworthy

Use cultural events for community development

· Further use of cultural opportunities to be identified, e.g. drama workshops.

· FUNDING to be identified to support additional activity.

   
     Increase number of intergenerational projects

· 10 new projects with intergenerational work as a key theme will be run.

· FUNDING for these projects needs to be identified.

    
     Promote heritage of the area

· Neighbourhood Team will identify ways to promote heritage of Ordsall and Langworthy.

New Primary Schools

· Neighbourhood Team will ensure the community is consulted on key

decisions in relation to new schools in Ordsall and Langworthy.

· Neighbourhood Team will assist in the co-ordination of multi-agency

Services in new schools and Children’s Centres.

4. Investing in Young People in Ordsall and Langworthy

Improve access to sport and cultural activities

a. Present a case for continued FUNDING for SAYO and SPARKY.

    
     More sports facilities

b. We will press for investment in play and sport facilities and their maintenance in the area.

c. Improve publicity about what is already available.

    
    A place for young people to go in Langworthy

d. FUNDING is needed for a Youth Centre or for the use of an existing facility for Youth Centre sessions.

    
    Establish a Youth Partnership for Ordsall and Langworthy

e. A constituted and independent Youth Partnership will be established.

f. To support this, a Youth Forum will be created.

g. The YP will be a means of attracting external funding for major young people’s projects.

   
    More local people working with young people/childcare

h. Provide accessible, local training opportunities.

i. Exploit growth in local employment opportunities through Children’s Centre etc.

 
    Increase access to play opportunities for under 11s

j. Create Independent Play Association.

k. We will press for investment in play space, equipment and its maintenance.
