CENTRAL SALFORD INTERNATIONAL COMPETITION TO DEVELOP A VISION AND REGENERATION FRAMEWORK – UPDATE ON APPOINTMENT OF THE SUCCESSFUL CONSORTIA



Background

An International Competition to appoint consultants to undertake the development of the Vision and Regeneration Framework for Central Salford on behalf of the Central Salford Shadow Urban Regeneration Company (URC) Board was launched in April 2004. On July 29th 2004 the Panel of Judges shortlisted 5 internationally experienced consortia of architects, urban designers and economists led by: 

· Alsop architects 

· Arup Consultants

· Locum Consultants

· S333 architects 

· KCAP architects 

Following receipt of the shortlisted consortia’s 2nd stage submissions, Panel interviews took place on November 12th 2004. In addition the Panel took into account:

· Lowry Outlet Exhibition /focus group feedback

· Community Network research  undertaken with residents 

Outcome 

The Panel unanimously agreed to appoint a consortia led by Locum, the key members and experience of which are :

Urban Strategies have a strong local knowledge and track record – they undertook the regeneration framework for New East Manchester, Central Salford’s sister URC, and assisted Manchester City Council with the plan to rebuild the City Centre after the IRA Bomb in 1996.
Massimiliano Fuksas Architetto is a major international architecture practice with a record of delivering acclaimed buildings all over the world.
