New Equipped Play Area – LPC Living

Colin Leith, presented options for the new equipped play area in Ordsall i.e. LPC Living Marketing Suite and the grounds of Ordsall Neighbourhood Building.  LPC Living Marketing Suite is a poor option due to the location.  It is too near residential properties and the road junction.  The proposed location for the new equipped play area is Ordsall Neighbourhood Building.  Consultation took place last week with relevant sources such as Scallywags, Primrose Hill Community School, Children’s Centre and residents.  Colin suggested that the new equipped play area should be located at the front of Ordsall Neighbourhood Building as this meets with the necessary requirements.  The next phase will be to draw up a design with play equipment and then do further consultation before any work is carried out.
Four storey residential properties are proposed for the Marketing Suite site.  The proposals show the properties set back from the road junction due to two main sewers running across the site.  Therefore the properties will have walled gardens to the entrance of the properties.  Discussions have taken place with St Vincent’s residential home which would like to maintain its existing security and secure car parking facilities.  There is a possibility of changing the road access to Mount Carmel Crescent, with Oldfield Road/Robert Hall Street road access closed, but there will be no access for a rat-run through the estate.  TV reception will also be addressed.

Additional Signage at Ordsall Park

Trees on Regent Road

Ross is trying to speak to an officer concerned with the report dated 05/10/06 from Rachel Gregson-Jones to try and make sense of the report.  Ownership of the trees needs to be addressed.

Update on Development Framework

Monmouth Park

Children planting bulbs in Monmouth Park is to be dealt with nearer the opening time of the park.

Hulton Square Development
60 properties have now been sold in phase 1 of the development.  15 properties to people living in the M5 post code area, 8 properties to people in the surrounding area and 18 properties from the city suburbs.    32 of those are first-time buyers.  All ‘Launchpad Scheme’ homes have now been sold.

St Ignatius Consultation

Tom McMullen gave an update on behalf of Pat Robinson, local resident from Lawler Avenue.  Residents are still having problems with construction vehicles on Lawler Avenue. Emergency Road access to Phase 1 of David McLean Homes site

Tom asked for clarification of the planning permission on phase 3 of the David McLean site as residents affected by phase 3 development have not been notified.  John Dupre to see when phase 3 planning permission was granted and what processes the planning permission went through and feedback at the next meeting.

Phoebe Street (near Primrose Hill School)
Barry Whitmarsh has contacted Highways last Thursday regarding the traffic calming/restrictions being brought forward.  Highways are to begin work in the next two weeks by putting low raised fencing and zig-zag lines in the area.  The remainder of the work will begin in February 2008. 
PCSOs stated that there are no signs for parking restrictions at present so they cannot issue fixed penalty notices.

TV Reception in Ordsall

Jim Doyle informed the Forum that on 03/11/07 he wrote to Belways, Lowry Homes, David McLean’s and Countryside Properties with copies of the letter to Hazel Blears and Councillors John Merry and Alan Clague requesting developers to adhere to guidelines and take steps as to installing TV relay repeaters.  Copy of letter sent with notes.  There has been no response so far.
Jim would like to thank Barry Whitmarsh for giving him the contact details of developers in the area.

Update on the Lottery Bid for Irwell City Park

The lottery bid for Irwell City Park was unsuccessful.  The Board is going to continue to meet every month and a replacement scheme has been agreed with all the authorities involved.
Fireworks

Ross would like comments about how we can do things differently next year and he will summarise these comments and pass details onto relevant people.

Fireworks are still being set off in the community.  Usually, when PCSOs arrive the culprits have dispersed.  Two properties were raided before 5th November 2007 but no illegal fireworks were found.
Allotments

Ross explained that he has spoken to Health Action Partnership regarding the allotments/green gym meeting.  It is to be put on hold until the New Year due to work commitments with SPOLTlight.
Future of Fit City Ordsall

Geoff Hodges, Area Manager, Salford Community Leisure assured the Forum that section 106 funding has been secured for the refurbishment of the 1st  and ground floor of Fit City, Ordsall.  There will be a new fitness suite on the 1st floor and two studios created on the ground floor with the reception area having a facelift as well.
Geoff circulated draft plans for the refurbishment to the Forum for comments.  Life Fitness is installing the gym equipment at a cost of £80k to £90k.

Car Park facilities are to be reduced due to David McLean development next summer.  However, the site foreman has temporarily removed the barrier until it is required next year.  There is to be an overflow car park at the bottom of Craven Drive; if permission is granted a solid fence and barrier will be installed.  All major events at Fit City Ordsall will have buses to bring people into Fit City Ordsall.
Questions:

Tom McMullen: why are the car park gates are locked until match days?
Geoff explained that if the duty manager does not take the locks off himself before match days other people take them off for them.

Roy Sharples: is the new gym going to work with local GPs for patient referrals doing community sessions at the gym? 

Geoff explained that this already happens and it is intended to have small referred groups from GPs working in the studios on the ground floor.
Dr McKelvey would like to know if equipment is to be purchased for larger sized clients. Dr McKelvey suggested that Geoff be invited to the Health Action Partnership group to discuss this further.  

Geoff explained that this would all come into consideration when purchasing the gym equipment.  Geoff is happy to attend the Health Action Partnership. 
Brian Leitch would like to know when the new refurbished gym will be opened.
Geoff said the target is April 2008.

Dr McKelvey: if there is to be secure facilities for bicycles in the refurbishment?
Geoff stated that there would be secure facilities as well as pathways being widened.

Radclyffe & St Clements Schools

Radclyffe School has now been demolished.  There are to be no consultations until an outline development is proposed.
St Clement’s School is at present being demolished.  Any proposed development is likely to include plans for allotments or community gardens.
Ordsall Development Framework Review

The report was submitted to Community Committee on 6th November 2007 and was well received.

Tom McMullen asked for an update and results on the contamination tests that were done in South Ordsall.  Ross Spanner informed Tom that Barry Whitmarsh is awaiting consultation report.  John Dupre is to speak to Christine Duffin, SALIX Homes and update at next meeting.

Dr McKelvey raised the issue of the cycling programme in Ordsall in the re-development programme.  Dr McKelvey would like to know what status it has.  Ordsall Development Steering Group is meeting this afternoon and Ross will raise this issue at that meeting and update next time.

Jonathan Drake stated the Ordsall British Legion had approached LPC Living to help build a smaller, modern building due to running costs being too high in the existing building.  Ordsall British Legion Committee has all the details and should have informed their members.

Ross asked if anybody hadn’t been involved in some way in the SPOTlight sessions in the area they could contact him.  Questionnaires are available to be filled in regarding crime and environmental issues in the area.  
The SPOTlight report is shortly to be written.  It will be sent out with these notes or copies brought along to the Forum meeting in January.
