Ordsall Community Development Trust

Mike Scantlebury told the group that a meeting to discuss the Community Development Trust (CDT) it was agreed that Ordsall’s needs are to be identified and the CDT set up accordingly. It was felt an umbrella organisation was not needed and the CDT will fill any gaps and support existing groups. After a group discussion it was agreed that a meeting for existing groups and community activists be held to discuss how to take the idea forward and how to encourage wider involvement by Ordsall residents. It was also felt that publicising at key local events would be beneficial.

Ordsall Community Forum

Ross listed some concerns which had been expressed about the Forum. These included, attendance by local people, agendas and if it is Council driven. Suggestions are needed for changing/improving the Forum. Should there be a stand to promote the meeting at the Ordsall Festival?


ACTION: Jeanette to add to agenda for next meeting.

Previous Minutes & Matters Arising

1. Fly-tipping (Rudman Drive) - Jonathan Dale still trying to get information on the pick-up truck thought to be dumping fridges. Feedback on residents reporting fly tipping will be discussed at the Environmental Task Group. The Environmental Crime Team are keen to feedback.

2. Ordsall Bowlers request for signage at Ordsall Park – These may need to be purchased.

ACTION: Ross to enquire about the purchase of signs.

3. TV Reception in Ordsall  - David McLean Homes technical director is     currently investigating the problem to try and resolve it. Residents asked if Phase 2 could be halted until the problem is sorted. It was asked if there had been a stipulation in planning permission that any TV reception problems would be addressed as a condition of granting permission. 

ACTION: Ross Spanner to invite Development Control to next meeting. Barry Whitmarsh to discuss with LPC Living to prevent further problems.

4. Trees on Regent Road – Jonathan Dale is still awaiting feedback from Urban Vision.
5. Monmouth Park Contractor Parking – The development is almost complete and it is anticipated the problem should end. If a traffic warden witnessed a vehicle driving across the pavement the driver could be issued with a ticket as it is breaking the law.
ACTION: Mark Gerrard to speak to wardens and feedback to Ross.

6. Proposed development of former nursery site on Robert Hall Street – Planning permission for family houses will be submitted by the end of the year.

7. Storm damage to resident’s fencing. Repairs not been done yet.
ACTION: Colin Mannion to follow up.

Ordsall Development Framework

Monmouth Park

After consultation it has been decided to fence off and there will be an avenue of trees on Ordsall Lane, no equipment will be there. The design will be brought to Ordsall Community Forum (OCF). The aim is to be on site by December 2007.

Hulton Street

Sales will begin this month to local people and key workers and a shared equity scheme will be available. Work should begin by October 2007.

Radclyffe Mews

The first residents should be moving in by October 2007. 

St Ignatius Consultation

The dates are to be confirmed.

Promotion Campaign

Advertising hoardings will be in place in the next few weeks, these have slightly changed and a new set was circulated. Ordsall District Centre will have a public information board to promote events etc. this will be updated every three weeks. Security concerns have been taken into account on the design of the poster boards, they will be high enough to be out of reach and they will be cleanable.

Any Other Business

1. Witness Statements/Reporting of Anti Social Behaviour

New Barracks residents raised concerns about witness statements and the need for these to be handwritten and signed by the witness themselves. It was felt that nothing is being done when people are providing information. Colin Mannion felt that in cases where anti social behaviour is reported that expectations can be high but this can lead to interventions rather than evictions or ASBO’s being issued. Colin will speak to any tenant groups or individuals and he will involve the anti social behaviour team. Ross would like to see a contact between communities and Salford City Council’s legal team established. 

These matters are being addressed by the Local Partnership Delivery Group which is responsible for local crime issues.

2. Annual Housing Officer Visits

Tom asked about the possibility of these being re-introduced as they would be useful for reducing anti social behaviour. Colin told the group that external visits are made and Housing Officers notify the tenant of any problems.

3. West Craven St

Damage has been caused to the empty caretaker’s house. The neighbourhood team have tried to identify who is responsible for the property.


ACTION: Mark Gerrard to contact the Headteacher.

4. Friends of Ordsall Park

Jim Doyle asked if the Friends of Ordsall Park Committee had folded.  Charlotte will contact people to involve them in schemes, this will happen in the near future.

The community garden at Nine Acre was launched at the festival.

Jonathan Dale reported that the Orchids at Ordsall Lane have flowered and he wished to thank Peel Holdings.

5. Secret Garden Funding

This money is from URC and is to fund individuals or groups for unusual projects, to a maximum of £2000, that do not meet usual funding criteria. Any early successful applications could be used for publicity purposes.
