APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

The minutes of the meeting held on 9th January, 2007, were approved as a correct record and the items outlined in Minutes 99 to 101 below were discussed as matters arising.

99.
PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT OF A MULTI-STOREY CAR PARK AT THE REAR OF ST. JAMES’S HOUSE

(Previous Minute 88 - 9th January, 2007)


It was reported that the planning application to develop a multi-storey car park at the rear of St. James’s House had been withdrawn on 16th February, 2007.

TRAFFIC CALMING MEASURES ON CRAVEN DRIVE

(Previous Minute 91 - 9th January, 2007)


The Neighbourhood Manager sought clarification of the location of the traffic calming measures on Craven Drive about which concern had been expressed at the last meeting.  Following discussion with residents he agreed to again examine the situation.

HOUSING INVESTMENT PROGRAMME (HIP)/BLOCK 3 TRANSPORT CAPITAL PROGRAMME 2006/07

(Previous Minute 82 - 9th January, 2007)


Chris Payne reported that (a) the Sub-Group formed at the January meeting had visited Ordsall Lane and agreed the most appropriate site for a puffin crossing and (b) the cost of electrical and resurfacing work had increased the estimated cost of the traffic restraint measures (which the Committee had on 5th September, 2006 (Minute 41 refers) agreed should be provided on Fitzwarren Street) from £7,667 to £14,964.


RESOLVED:
THAT the increased costs of the traffic restraint measures on Fitzwarren Street amounting to £14,964, be approved, and that the balance of the HIP budget - approximately £60,000 to £70,000 - be used to provide a puffin crossing on Ordsall Lane at the location agreed at the Sub-Group.

102.
CHOOSING HEALTH IN SALFORD : FEEDBACK

(Previous Minute 9 - 16th May, 2006)


Ross Spanner and Eejay Whitehead submitted a report which summarised comments made by Community Committees and other respondees on what was required to help the community achieve a more healthy lifestyle and how the Council could help.  Accordingly, opinions were outlined on topics such as food, the achievement of healthier diets, physical activity and smoking cessation.  The report concluded that the Council, either independently or in partnership, was already addressing the main themes or had plans to do so.  Examples included success with smoke free public places, the development of a scheme to address smoking in the home, advising pupils of the effects of smoking, encouraging better access to healthy food, access to and affordability of physical/recreational activities.


Members made a number of additional comments:

· The “clockwork orange” project which sought to promote eating fruit and vegetables had reduced its activities due to financial limitations.

· Councillor Maureen Lea, Lead Member for the Environment, had met with the Allotment Association, toured sites and agreed to promote the use of allotments.  Members were reminded, therefore, that if six residents expressed an interest an allotment site would be provided.  Members had, however, concerns about the security of allotment sites.

· The Lead Member was interested also in promoting the development of farmers’ markets from which organic produce could be purchased.  The Area Co-ordinator agreed to investigate a suitable location for such a market.

· Councillors were very concerned about reports that the fitness suite at Fit City Ordsall had not been upgraded despite section 106 funding being allocated for such purpose.  The Area Co-ordinator agreed to investigate the situation.

· LIDS had utilised funds from the Health and Wellbeing fund to develop a CD on health issues.

· The lack of storage facilities in new developments at the Quays or in schools limited the use of cycling.

· Other methods of promoting cycle use included emphasising cycle lanes in the supplementary planning document and locating cycle lanes off-road.  The latter suggestion was not, however, accepted unanimously as some Members felt that off-road cycle lanes put pedestrians at risk.

· Clarification was required on whether recreational facilities in Council owned premises (e.g. community rooms and communal areas) were classed as public or private areas and, therefore, whether smoking was allowed.  Councillor Warmisham agreed to make sure that users of such areas were made aware that smoking was not allowed.

RE-ENACTMENT OF THE QUAKER GIRLS BIZARRE FROM 1911

(Previous Minute 51 - 5th September, 2006)


Gail Skelly presented a short video of the re-enactment of the Quaker Girls Bizarre from 1911 that had taken place at the Salford Lads Club over the weekend of 9th and 10th September, 2006.  The re-enactment was one of a number of events based on historical situations.  Members were pleased to see the success of an event which the Committee had helped to fund and congratulated all involved.

ANTI-SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR

(Previous Minute 89 - 9th January, 2007)


Sergeant Cheshire of the GMP attended the meeting in response to concerns expressed at past meetings about incidents of anti-social behaviour in the area.  The Committee divided into groups and each one outlined their three main concerns on this subject to which Sergeant Cheshire and the Neighbourhood Manager responded:

· The Neighbourhood Manager agreed to raise with site supervisors the suggestion that the failure of developers to make their sites secure left them vulnerable to illegal entry and thus contributed to anti-social behaviour.

· Sergeant Cheshire reported that a major operation had diverted resources away from the Ordsall area and, whilst its results had been very successful, the absence of patrols had resulted in disturbances in the area.  These recent disturbances had been discussed at executive level within the GMP.  It had been agreed that two Police Community Support Officers would work in Ordsall and, during the summer, in the Quays.

· The effectiveness of CCTV equipment in dealing with anti-social behaviour was discussed.  Sergeant Cheshire reported that the equipment had helped to deal with problems in the Broadwalk area and provided a range of practical advantages including recording offences, guiding officers towards offenders and providing a neutral source of evidence thereby avoiding the need for witnesses.  The GMP were confident that positive demonstrations of the effectiveness of CCTV in securing convictions would soon be available.

· Members suggested that the ad hoc provision of CCTV equipment and its inconsistent monitoring could displace anti-social behaviour into areas where equipment was not provided.  Sergeant Cheshire confirmed that an audit of the CCTV equipment usage was being undertaken to improve services.  Members felt that local, rather than central, monitoring of the cameras might ensure a better response.

· In view of difficulties experienced at the Quays in the hot summer of 2006 action would be taken earlier in 2007 to avoid any repetition.  This would include the introduction of Dispersal Orders.  The Quays was unusual in being an affluent area surrounding by areas of relatively high social deprivation and experienced substantial levels of anti-social behaviour, especially vehicle crime.  The wider use of CCTV cameras to address this situation was being examined in the long-term.

· Members were critical of the call centres for the time taken to answer calls and for a lack of local knowledge which, it was suggested, resulted in calls not receiving appropriate priority or caused confusion as to location.  Sergeant Cheshire reported that efforts had been made to reduce the number of outstanding jobs and thus minimise waiting time.  Members encouraged the training of call centre staff in how to secure information from callers to enable them to better determine the priority to be assigned to a case.

· Members suggested a number of actions which might be taken to reduce the circumstances that caused crime.  Encouraging greater use of the area at night by the general public would make the streets more busy and generally reduce the fear of crime.  Mr. Spanner confirmed that efforts were being made, via organisations such as the Locality Partnership, to identify possible offenders at an earlier stage thus helping to deal with a perceived lack of social control and fear of intervening.

· Problems caused by teenagers left unsupervised at home could be tackled by a range of agencies depending upon the nature of the offence.

· Members felt that the misuse of fireworks contributed to an atmosphere or apprehension and were concerned that the success of local authorities in dealing with this problem was reduced as the fireworks could be obtained from sources other than shops.

· The theft of popular satellite navigation equipment had resulted in an increase in car crime. Operations to tackle the problem were regularly undertaken and had been successful in apprehending culprits.  The courts did not, however, seem to view the offence as serious and convictions were not always successful.

1. Ordsall Community Café – Original application for £407.


£190 approved in September, OCC unable to deliver project without full grant. They wrote to request further funding (letter attached to back of application).


Approved (£217 CH&WB)


This has been treated as a separate application as the original stated £200 for tea & coffee and this has now been amended to £50 and £150 towards the promotion of healthy eating initiative.

2. Langworthy Juniors FC - The original grant of £1200 was given for Purchase and siting of Portacabin, repairs and shutters made and fitted. Whilst chasing the receipts and monitoring form the group have informed me of the following:


They purchased the portacabin and sited it, they then had repairs done and then had to get rid of the portacabin as they had not had planning permission.  They had spent a total of £314.93. They put the grant money remaining towards a presentation. Budget Group will need to agree to or refuse permission for the alternative spend.
