TITLE: TRAFFORD ROAD/THE QUAYS - JUNCTION IMPROVEMENT

RECOMMENDATIONS:  

That Lead Member for Planning is recommended to: accept the agreed target cost of £124,855.61 from negotiation with our partner contractor Urban Vision Partnership Limited (Highway Services) to carry out the improvement works at the junction of Trafford Road and The Quays in Salford Quays. The works include the re-alignment of the carriageway, provision of new pedestrian facilities and the installation of new traffic signals incorporating a dedicated right turn from Trafford Road into The Quays. 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: The purpose of this report is to seek authority to accept the quotation from Urban Vision Partnership Ltd to carry out improvement works to the junction of Trafford Road and The Quays in Salford Quays.

Reducing the number of people killed or seriously injured on Salford’s roads

1. Background:

1.1. The junction of Trafford Road and The Quays became apparent as a high-risk collision site, following analysis of the city council’s road traffic collision database.  Concerns have also been expressed by Greater Manchester Police regarding the level of road safety at this location.

1.2. There have been sixteen reported injury collisions at the junction in the three-year period to the end of March 2007. Of the sixteen collisions, fourteen involved vehicles turning right into The Quays colliding with north-bound vehicles on Trafford Road.

1.3. The junction currently operates in such a way that southbound traffic on Trafford Road wanting to turn right must do so during gaps in the northbound traffic. 

2. Details:

2.1 The main purpose of the scheme is to incorporate a full right-turn facility into The Quays from Trafford Road.

2.2 A full feasibility study has been undertaken by GMUTC, the findings of which concluded that the proposals would provide a safer facility for motorists turning right into the Quays from Trafford Road. The introduction of these proposals will not have a negative impact on the operation and capacity of the junction.

2.3 The proposals include the re-construction and re-alignment of the pedestrian crossing facilities to bring them up to current standards and provide a safer crossing.

2.4 The pedestrian crossing at the left turn from The Quays onto Trafford Road will become signal controlled, giving greater pedestrian safety with no negative impact on the junction’s operation.
