	2. Lead Member  Decisions(Part 1)

(a) Improvement of pedestrian footway / cycleway facilities on the Roe Green Loop Line at Monton 
(b) Replacement of  the existing safety barriers at Irlams o’th’ Height roundabout and construction of  a hard strip around the roundabout
( c) Shaping Central Salford’s Spaces and Places Public Realm Handbook

	The Lead Member accepted  the quotation from Tarmac Limited in the sum of £165,120.25 to carry out the improvement of pedestrian footway / cycleway facilities on the Roe Green Loop Line at Monton, including authority for the expenditure of £20,078.03 on Urban Vision fees.
The Lead Member for planning accepted the quotation from Tarmac Limited in the sum of £135,212 for the  replacement of  the existing substandard safety barriers at Irlams o’th’ Height roundabout and the construction of  a hard strip around the roundabout, and authorised  the expenditure of an additional £14,845 for Urban Vision Fees.

The  Lead Member for Planning (a) approved the  Shaping Central Salford’s Spaces and Places, Public Realm Handbook (as amended to take account of the  schedule of comments incorporated  in the report now submitted ) as a benchmark in the assessment and determination of planning applications and as a standard for the design of future council public realm projects in Central Salford and (b) agreed   that the principles in the document and the proposals in the Salford West Linear Corridor Action Plan should be incorporated into a single document to cover the whole of the City.
