	The Lead Member for Planning (a) noted ( i  ) the shortfall in the level of 
the building maintenance revenue budget to maintain adequately the 
buildings concerned, (ii) that additional buildings may be included in the 
portfolio to be maintained without any additional funding becoming 
available, (iii)that the estimated amount required for responsive repair 
and essential plant servicing amounted to £500,000 and (iv) that the 
balance available for planned replacement was insufficient to meet 
immediate priorities, and (b)  agreed that the balance of £130,000 
available for planned replacement should be spent on the works to the 
roof, roof lights, windows and external redecoration of the “old town 
hall” , Swinton Civic Centre

The Lead Member for Planning approved  additional expenditure of £85560.41 from the Highway Investment Programme in order to improve the condition of carriageways with a view to reducing the number of  successful tripping claims  and noted that tenders had been received for the laying of a micro asphalt slurry seal and the contract awarded to Colas Limited as a sub contractor to Urban Vision. 
The Lead Member for Planning  approved Phase 28 of the Highway Investment Programme involving the  resurfacing of the footway on the north side of Chorley Road between the Brook Tavern/Sindsley Brook and Station Road , Swinton, at a cost of £338,772.73  

The Lead Member for Planning agreed that , subject to the approval of the Lead Member for the  Environment and to any   planning permission which might be required,  to the site of the intended extension to Swinton Cemetery being used on a temporary basis for appropriate recreational uses. 

The public were excluded from the meeting for the following items of business on the grounds that they involved the likely disclosure of exempt information as specified in paragraph 3 of section 100A(4) of the Local Government Act 1972 .
The Lead Member for Planning authorised the execution of a General Vesting Declaration in respect of 212 Great Clowes Street, Salford 7
The Lead Member for Planning (a) approved the disposal of 1.83 hectares of land at Boysnope Wharf Irlam to the Greater Manchester Waste Disposal Authority (GMWDA) on terms and conditions provisionally agreed and (b) authorised the City Solicitor to complete the legal documentation
