DETAILS:

1.0
BACKGROUND

1.1
As part of a section 106 agreement between Salford City Council and McDermott Homes a sum of £35 000.00 has been paid to Salford City Council for the purpose of constructing traffic calming measures as specified in Section 106 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 and Section 111 of the Local Government Act 1972 relating to land at Eccles College, Chatsworth Road, Eccles.

1.2

In detail this scheme will install Traffic Calming Measures on Cavendish Road, Bradford Road and Welbeck Road, Ellesmere Park as outlined in the 106 agreement. This work is in addition to the existing road humps that have been renewed on the lower part of Cavendish Road (Monton Road – Ellesmere Avenue) carried out as general maintenance earlier this year.

1.3

The scheme aims to minimize potential accidents due to the expected increase in traffic from the new development by McDermott Homes. 

1.4

The Traffic Management Unit (TMU) have been consulted and agree to the proposed layout.

1.5

In addition to the above, included within the Transport Capital programme for 2007/08 is a width restriction on Bradford Road (recommended by Traffic and Transportation Section as additional to the calming works outlined in the 106 agreement).

1.6

In accordance with the re-thinking construction framework the scheme has been allocated to Urbanvision – Highway Services,  who are experienced in this type of work.

2.0 DETAILS

2.1
The proposed traffic calming scheme will extend along Cavendish Road, from its junction with Ellesmere Road into Bradford Road, Welbeck Road and Godolphin Close together with a width restriction on Bradford Road.

2.2
In order to assist in the identification of this area, a ‘Gateway Feature’ will be installed at the junction of Cavendish Road – Ellesmere Road. This will consist of a red raised plateau. 

 2.3
The scheme comprises:

· Gateway Feature at Cavendish Road / Ellesmere Road

· Four round top road humps on Cavendish Road

· One round top road hump on Bradford Road

· Table Junction at Bradford Road / Godolphin Close

· Two round top road humps on Welbeck Road

·    A width restriction on Bradford Road.

2.4

Consultation has taken place with the Ellesmere Park Residents Association (EPRA) who support the proposals.

3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
3.1
The scheme has been included within 2007/08 Block 3 Transport Capital Programme allocations. The Section 106 agreement monies from the developer of the Eccles College site, McDermott Homes, will contribute

£35 000.00 towards the cost of these works.

3.2
A target price for the works has been agreed with Urbanvision – Highway Services.

3.3   The cost summary of the scheme is as follows:
