Quays Gateway Phase 2
	(1)
That approval be given to Salford City Council entering into a Deed of Variation with the North West Development Agency to vary the grant funding agreement for the Quays Gateway, reducing the total project funding from £3,237,000 to £1,972,000.
(2)
That  approval be given to the proposals for a revised Quays Gateway Phase 2 Scheme as detailed in the report now submitted, to be funded from the Central Salford URC's approved Greener & Walkable Streets Programme during the financial year 2010/11 with an estimated cost of £350,000.
(3)
That authority be given to the Assistant Director of Planning and Transportation Futures to approve a target cost, within the estimated £350,000 for the Phase 2 works proposals, with Salford City Council's Re-Thinking Construction Partner Urban Vision Highway Services and subject to agreement of a target cost appoint them to undertake the works.

THAT  support be given to the expenditure of £1,810 per annum from Salford City Council's corporate provision for future capital schemes to fund any increased costs which is a shortfall between the existing estimated future maintenance costs.
