Proposed Salford City Council (Greengate No. 1) Compulsory Purchase Order 2010

 
	(1) That approval be given to the making of a Compulsory Purchase Order, to be known as "Salford City Council (Greengate No.1) Compulsory Purchase Order 2010" under the Town and Country Planning Act 1990, the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 and the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 for the acquisition of land at the junction of Greengate and Chapel Street, Salford comprising 1 to 7a and 12 to 14 Chapel Street together with a series of steps leading to Salford Station approach.  
(2) That the Strategic Director of Customer and Support Services, acting in consultation with the Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration, on the basis that, there is a compelling case in the public interest to make the order:- 

· they call necessary steps to secure the making, confirmation and implementation of the order  
· acquire interests in land within the area subject to the order either by agreement or compulsorily 
· complete agreements with land owners others having an interest in the area to be subject of the order 
(3) That a Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration progress, in parallel to the making of the order, the closure of any highways and/or passageways within the area as necessary.
