Relocation of Salvation Army Hostel, James Street, Salford (Joint decision with Lead Member for Housing)
	That approval be given to the acquisition of the freehold interest in the Salvation Army Hostel at James Street, Salford, for £700,000, to be funded by the North West Regional Development Agency.
That approval be given to the sale of the Council’s freehold interest in land at Brindle Heath Road, Salford, to the Salvation Army Housing Association for £1, so as to enable the construction of a replacement hostel.

Chapel Street Green Streets Programme Phase 1
	That approval be given to the Local Development Scheme 2009/10 to 2011/12 Revision A for submission to the Secretary of State.

That approval be given to the detailed design proposals for the Chapel Street Highways and Public Realm Improvements, and the City Council enter into a funding agreement for £9.985M, with the North West Development Agency.
That approval be given to the expenditure of £405,000 as a commuted sum from Central Salford Urban Regeneration Company’s existing approved Green Streets Budget, for the management, and maintenance, of the project for a 10 year period.

That Urban Vision be authorised to commence the procurement of contractors for the works. 

That approval be given to the negotiated target cost submission from Birse Civils Limited, amounting to £435,651.84 for the works within the Chapel Street Green Streets Phase 1 Programme, together with expenditure of £44,335 for Urban Vision fees and provisional sum of £17,700 for additional lighting and power supplies.

That approval be given to the expenditure of £97,686.84 from the Central Salford Business and Investment Plan 2009/10, this being in addition to the original approved expenditure of £400,000.
