	3.
Car Parking Charges
	The Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration submitted a report seeking approval to the increase in car parking charges throughout the city.

Representatives of the Monton Village Community Association attended the meeting to express concerns about the proposals particularly those relating to the imposition of charges at the car park in Monton, and which were summarised as follows:-

· the proposed fees were excessive particularly in view that currently no charge was made for the Monton car park.
· the imposition of car parking charges would deter shoppers and in turn have a negative impact on local businesses and the vitality of the Monton Village shopping centre.  
· the potential to increase the problems of current illegal parking particularly in the vicinity of the Tesco Store on Monton Road.
· potential increased on-street parking in nearby residential areas. 
· imposition of fees would put shops in Monton at a disadvantage to those in shopping centres where car parking was free.
Councillor Derek Antrobus said he recognised all these concerns, but said the proposal to increase car parking fees was necessitated by the difficult budget situation the City Council now face and was one that was not taken lightly.  

He added that the decision to introduce charges on the Partington Street Car Park, Monton had been made in 2002 but had not been enforced. The proposal now being considered acted upon that earlier decision and brought this particular car park into line with all similar ones throughout the city.

RESOLVED: THAT approval be given to the recommendation to increase on and off street car parking charges throughout Salford, as detailed in the report now submitted.

In considering this item, reference was made to the controlled parking zone (CPZ) located in the Chapel Street area of the city, adjacent to the boundary with Manchester. Councillor Derek Antrobus asked that a review be undertaken of this zone, particularly to ensure parking fees and policies were standardised with those of Manchester City Council.
