Congestion Fund

	RESOLVED:
THAT approval be given to the expenditure of £182,000 from the Greater Manchester congestion fund, including £18,000 for Urban Vision fees, on measures to improve pedestrian, cycling and public transport facilities along the A6 corridor.     
In considering this item, reference was made to the recent rush hour traffic issues which had been experienced due to the roadworks along Chapel Street and particularly the Crescent.  Councillor Derek Antrobus suggested that, traffic flows and congestion be monitored at this particular point of the A6 and objective data gathered which could be presented in future, to demonstrate the problems experienced had been resolved in the long-term and every effort had been taken to minimise the current disruption to commuters.
Paul Walker also proposed a PR exercise be undertaken, to promote the long-term benefits of the Chapel Street regeneration scheme.
