DECISIONS TAKEN UNDER DELEGATED AUTHORITY
Reports were submitted on the following matters, which were dealt with as indicated by the Lead Member for Property, in accordance with the powers delegated to him in the appropriate paragraphs of the City Council’s Scheme of Delegation.

(a)
Creating a New Pendleton: Proposed Relationship between the Development Agreement and Planning Obligation Contributions

RESOLVED:
THAT in respect of the Pendleton PFI Project, subject to an approved PFI final business case, no land shall be transferred to  the selected PFI Partner unless and until a Development Agreement has been completed that commits the Partner to mitigating the impact of development and ensuring that all capital receipts, including overage, properly dispose of the land in the area, other than a proportion of receipts in respect of land held as an education asset, shall be invested in an infrastructure budget to be used solely for works within or of benefit to the PFI area, consistent with such a development agreement.
(b)
Swinton Town Hall - Alterations to Steps and Handrail
RESOLVED (1): THAT approval be given to the installation of  handrails at the front of the Swinton Town Hall building that do not protrude into the carriageway, therefore maintaining the access road as a double carriageway, subject to funding being identified from a suitable budget.


(2): THAT further consideration be given to potential funding solutions for the creation of a secondary access to the Swinton Town Hall Building.

(c)
 Enforced Sale Procedure

RESOLVED (1): THAT approval be given to the Enforced Sale Procedure now tabled.




 (2): THAT approval will be given to the piloting of the Enforced Sale Procedure on a selected number of properties which are yet to be identified.


 (3): THAT authority be delegated to the Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration to approve the selection of the target properties and the subsequent serving of all necessary notices under Section 103 of the Law of 
Property Act 1925.




 (4): THAT further investigations be undertaken into the creation of a centralised data base of land charge records, together with a review of the associated operational procedures.

  Strategic Property: Core Site Accommodation - Minerva House

RESOLVED: THAT approval be given to the programme of moves to accommodate staff from Minerva House into other core sites, together with the estimates for costs associated with them and to be met from within the Office Moves Budget 2010/11.

In agreeing this item Councillor David Lancaster requested that, he be provided with further updates and reviews of this project, particularly in terms of the specific details of contracts for elements of the work and the associated contingencies.

Strategic Property: Core Site Office Accommodation - Lancastrian Hall

RESOLVED (1): THAT, subject to Lead Member for Property liaising with the Leader of the Council, approval be given to the 3rd floor space of the Lancastrian Hall being adopted for the management of document filing and other storage issues arising from the Core Site Move Programme 2010/11.
