	The Lead Member for Planning considered a report setting out options

for the  repair and preservation of  the two cranes at the head of 

Ontario Basin in their current location and agreed that Urban Vision

 Partnership Limited should invite tenders on the basis of a   

conventional target based contract . 
The Lead Member for Planning (a)approved the proposed schedule of 
management and maintenance works for The Crescent Meadows and 
(b) authorised (i) the appointed partner landscape contractor to 
undertake the required works, providing that the target cost and fees
 were within the budget allocation of £245,712 and (ii)the Head of 
Planning and Development to allocate specific Section 106 monies 
from development schemes in Chapel Street to support the 
implementation of the Crescent Meadows Management Plan.
The Lead Member for Planning considered a schedule setting out responses made to  the consultation on Proposed Amendments to the Flood Risk and Development Planning Guidance and approved the amendments which it was proposed to make to the Guidance in response to the comments.

The Lead Member for Planning approved , for the purposes of public consultation and ,the Draft Pendleton Planning Guidance and associated Sustainability Appraisal, Consultation Statement and the Equalities Impact Assessment and noted the proposed arrangements for undertaking such consultation. 

The Lead Member for Planning noted that the Lead Members for Culture and Sport and for Customer and Support Services had  authorised  the submission of the Stage 2 application for Conserving and Developing Ordsall Hall to the Heritage Lottery Fund and approved the continuing development of the project to enable the building works to go out to tender and that  the Lead Member for Customer and Support Services had approved (i)  the necessary financial resources required to complete tender documentation and (ii) the necessary financial resources required to underwrite the shortfall in match funding, subject to review upon tendering of the building contract.
The Lead Member for Planning noted that, as part of the planning permission (ref 06/53286/FUL )  for this development, a Section 106 Agreement was drawn up in relation to affordable housing, open space provision, and measures to compensate for the development of the former playing field at the school  and agreed that the funding should be utilised for the construction of a new hard court area within the Salford Sports Village. 
He noted also that the Lead Member for Culture and Sport was recommended to (a) approve the construction of a new hard court area within the Salford Sports Village Complex, (b) approve the costs and fees for the scheme (c) note that the funding for the scheme would come from a Section 106 Agreement and (d) note , and request that officers to notify local Ward Councillors of the timetable for the scheme and that the Lead Member for Customer and Support Services was  recommended to approve the use of capital funding (receipts or unsupported borrowing) in 2008/9  to part fund this scheme in advance of the second tranche of Section 106 funding  for the scheme in 2009/10 .
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
