(a) A Strategy for Sponsorship and Advertising
(b) Improvement works at the 
junction of Trafford Road and 
The Quays 

	The Lead Member for Planning agreed that (a)Urban Vision should 
carry out a survey of all the main arterial roads within Salford and 
provide a schedule of all hoardings to determine exactly what 
advertising was in place, (b) Urban Vision should improve the use of 
the existing hoarding sites across the City and appoint a consultant ,at 
its own expense, to carry out the survey and to assist in achieving the 
best rental income for Salford, (c) Urban Vision should work closely 
with the URC and Salford City Council to explore the potential for 
developing a high quality and design lead approach to advertising 
across the City including an integrated approach to branding, gateways 
and landmark advertising and (d) a 50/50 profit share arrangement 
should be agreed between Salford City Council and Urban Vision for 
any additional income generated above the existing budget plans to 
recognise the work that Urban Vision will be undertaking on Salford’s 
behalf. 
The Lead Member for Planning accepted the agreed target cost of £124,855.61 from negotiation with the  partner contractor, Urban Vision Partnership Limited (Highway Services), to carry out the improvement works (including the re-alignment of the carriageway, provision of new pedestrian facilities and the installation of new traffic signals incorporating a dedicated right turn from Trafford Road into The Quays) at the junction of Trafford Road and The Quays in Salford Quays.
